


Dataviews with Controlled Access
Dataviews can be established by the GG admin so that only certain people have access to the dataview. Furthermore, the dataview itself can be set up to control what access to the data the user will have.
In the following example, only one user (Jason) will be using this dataview.  This user needs to see certain fields, but only update a few.
1. Create a special dataview with only certain fields being editable, the rest of the fields are set to “Read only.”  The dataview also included a WHERE clause that only showed items of status APHIS as Jason will only be modifying certain types of records. The idea is that the dataview controls what can be seen and therefore updated. The permission (in the next step) allows Jason to be the one to do it.
2. Create a permission allowing read and update using that dataview (in this case create and delete weren’t necessary or desirable for Jason).
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I believe the Tag is more important than the Name for a permission . I think the Name is the title field in sys_permission_lang.

3. I created a group and assigned the permission and user to the group. I’m not actually sure what happens when you assign the permission directly to the user; I haven’t looked into it. 
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
