Lookup Pickers – (Valid Choices option)

The Lookup Pickers in the Curator Tool all behave in a similar fashion – they are used to search from a list of IDs to ensure the data being supplied to the field is valid. (You can’t input text; you must select an item from a list.) The window lists all of the IDs currently in the system.  (Sometimes the Lookup Table may need to be updated to ensure that all of the valid IDs will be displayed.)
Frequently the Lookup Picker is designed to work with or without valid choice options. These options are displayed in the right panel. (Not all Lookup Picker windows have Valid Choice options, but most do.)  
For example, when entering a new annotation record as shown below,  when the user clicks in the Inventory field and launches the Lookup Picker window, the accession_id option  is initially selected. In this example a new annotation record is being added.  Since the Accession ID is not yet available (notice that the Accession field is grayed out and blank), there is no accession_id available yet. Therefore,  nothing will display in the left panel.  However, if you deselect (uncheck) the filter, then the list of inventory IDs will start to fill on the left hand panel.   
Why does this Lookup Picker have this option preselected?  This Lookup Picker could also be invoked with an existing annotation record, which in that case would have an Accession. This would make the list much smaller and quicker.  A request has been noted by the developer to program the Curator Tool to first determine if the record is a new record being added versus an existing record being edited, and then deselect or select the option appropriately. 
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Example:  Finding Synonym Taxonomy Names 
Question
I added a new accession and typed in the taxonomy Centaurium exaltatum. The lookup table did not have it.  It is a synonym of Zeltnera exaltatum.
Are synonyms in the lookup tables? (example: Centaurium exaltatum (synonym) )
The synonym Centaurium axaltatum is in the species lookup table. But you must uncheck the “Is_accepted_name” box on filter checkbox on the right side to see the synonym with the Lookup Picker.  By default the filter is checked, so that typically you only see the accepted names. This helps to make the list more manageable.  
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
