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Search Engine and Results
The main control for the search will be the single field for entering search criteria.  The search engine has been developed in a way that will interpret possible context and provide results that are a match to the criteria entered.  The user can customize how the search results appear by adding or removing data columns to the result grid.  This will help the user to better narrow down to the results they desire.  Special features of the result grid include:
1. Ability to sort data based on the columns that are visible.
1. Rearrange the columns to the user's preference
1. One-click add of accessions to My Favorites
1. Bulk management tools such as adding accessions to an order, removing accessions from the results grid, adding accessions to My Favorites
1. Ability to save the results (and the search criteria associated with it), which can be reloaded at a later time
1. Ability to export data for use in other programs.

Shopping Cart
A few enhancements that are planned for the shopping cart include one-click access back to the accessions that are in the cart, ability to sort items in the cart, and an ability to save the contents for completion of the order later.

Accession Detail
Other system enhancements you will see include a more prominent location for images on the Accession Detail page.  They have been moved to the top of the page, and will provide a gallery-type experience for quick viewing, and quick access to the larger, high-res images as well.  This redesigned Accession Detail page will also provide quick and easy access to add accessions to an order, to My Favorites, or to subscribe to updates if the accession's availability status changes from unavailable to available.
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
