Here's a rundown of dataview editor stuff to look for...
•	Like the rest of the admin tool editors, the dataview editor is very right-click oriented (just like the Administrator Tools in Windows).  To import, export, delete, create new, etc -- right click the item you wish to perform that on and a context menu will appear with the applicable actions you can take.
•	The SQL pane (textbox with SQL in it) and the gridviews below are programmatically linked, so changing values in one affects the other
•	No auto-saving is performed, even though the wait cursor appears when the GUI synchronization takes place
•	The Preview tab allows them to run their SQL without saving it first and provide specific values for the parameters and see the actual data that would be returned
Also, there will be two new forms coming out by next Wednesday (which are not used too often, so I wanted to at least get what I had so far in front of you):
•	A "Test" option to the context menus for dataview(s).  This is to emulate the "Smoke Test" functionality we currently have on the web.  The form that appears will be pretty basic, just showing them the results of the smoke test(s) and give them a way to easily open the failed ones in the editor.
•	In the Table Mappings editor, I'm adding a new popup form to add / edit the Relationships for a table.  This is currently not needed by dataview editor, but I think the relationships will eventually be useful so I'm adding it now while it's fresh in my mind.
I'm not planning on making any visible changes to the dataview editor, so your screenshots shouldn't be outdated if you take them now.  Functionality will probably change, but most of that is just proper SQL parsing, prompting to save when appropriate, etc.  Nothing that deviates from the basic user interaction with the dataview editor now.  i.e. your documentation text shouldn't be outdated with the next release either, assuming there's no major changes based on user feedback.
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
