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All of the GG components and prerequisite software (such as Microsoft IIS) are installed on the User’s PC.
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Updater, Curator Tool, Search Tool, & 
Lookup Tables are installed on the User’s PC


Preparing a Server for GRIN-Global 
The machine that will be used as the server for the GRIN-Global suite of software must be a Windows-based operating system. 
The GRIN-Global Updater Application has been tested on the following operating systems:
· Windows XP Pro (32 Bit)
· Windows Vista Home Premium (32 Bit and 64 Bit)
· Windows Vista Ultimate (32 Bit and 64 Bit)
· Windows 7 Ultimate (32 Bit and 64 Bit)
The following database managers have been tested for their compatibility with GRIN-Global:
· Microsoft’s SQL Server
· MySQL
· Oracle (XE (Express), Standard, and Enterprise)
· PostgreSQL
Decide which Database Engine will be used for the server for GRIN-Global.  Note that GRIN-Global has been tested with the propriety versions of Oracle (Standard and Enterprise) as well as Oracle Express. As of May, 2011, it has not been fully tested with PostgreSQL.
If a database system is not installed prior to installing GRIN-Global, during the very first steps in the installation process the GRIN-Global Updater (described later) will provide the opportunity to install one of the free database engines. (Detailed information is in the GRIN-Global Installation Guide, p.23) If you have a database already installed, during the installation process you can select that database manager to be the one which will manage the GRIN-Global data. 
If you have an older version of the GRIN-Global server suite installed on your computer, we recommend uninstalling the older version before running the new Updater application.  Use your PC’s Operating System uninstall utility. On XP, use "Control Panel | Add or Remove Programs"; on Windows Vista or Windows 7, use "Control Panel |Programs | Uninstall a program.” Select GRIN-Global Updater from the list of programs and then click your PC’s operating system’s respective Remove or Uninstall button.

Installing the GRIN-Global Software in a Server Environment
Steps for Readying the Server
1. Download the Updater program. The file’s name is GrinGlobal_Update_Setup.exe and is  available online on the GRIN-Global wiki training page: http://test.grin-global.org/gringlobal/downloads/default.aspx

2. Double-click on the GrinGlobal_Updater_Setup.exe file to download and proceed with saving and then running the file.  After the download and install, you can start up Updater via the Windows Start | All Programs | GRIN-Global Updater. 

Run the Updater – install all of the Server GG components: 
· Admin Tool
· GRIN-Global Database
· Search Engine
· Web Application (the Middle Tier and Web Services (which includes the Public Website)

During the installation process, the Updater will load any Microsoft prerequisite components, such as Windows IIS, if that machine does not have the prerequisite already installed.


3. If the Updater program is not open, run it again to install the Curator Tool on the Server. (This is an optional step, but highly recommended, since there are some tasks the administrator may want to do via the Curator Tool. Alternatively, the administrator should have access to the GRIN-Global database via at least one remote computer that has the Curator Tool installed on it.)

4. As the GRIN-Global Administrator, you need to set up User Names, using the GG Admin Tool. Complete directions for setting up users are detailed in the Administrator’s Guide, refer to the Adding Users section.

Steps for Loading the Curator Tool onto the User’s PC 
Genebank users will be typically using the Curator Tool (as well as accessing the GRIN-Global Public Website). When that is the case, the Curator Tool application needs to be installed, via the Updater program, onto the user’s PC. 

(No client software, other than a browser, is necessary for accessing the Public Website.)
The Operating System needs to be one of the systems listed on page three.

1.  Download the “Updater”  – the file’s name is GrinGlobal_Update_Setup.exe (available online on the GRIN-Global wiki at page: http://test.grin-global.org/gringlobal/downloads/default.aspx

2. Run the GG Updater program; only download and install the Curator Tool:
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3. Ensure that the user can access the server and the GRIN-Global database, using the respective User Name and Password. (Refer to the step 4 in the Readying the Server section, as explained earlier.)

4. Besides the User Name and Password, the server information is needed. (On the Curator Tool Login Screen, this is the “Connect To:” information. (If needed, complete directions for changing the login screen’s server information are described in the Curator Tool User Guide in the Changing Servers section.)

Regarding installation on a server for distributed use, I think what is required is an explanation of what needs to be installed where. I’m guessing that the data and business tiers will be installed on the central server and the presentation tier on PCs. What sort of skills are required to do the server installations is important because the people we have trained won’t be expected to do this so they need to arrange for the right people to be available when they go on-site to perform this part of the installation. I don’t think it will require many pages, just what to arrange before going on-site and the steps the IT person will need to undertake before the genebank folks can begin using G-G.
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
