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Question
 Why is the default Query Page Size set so low?
Answer
The page size is set to a small number of rows is to ensure no time-out errors for very slow internet connection speeds.  Generally, in the U.S., increasing the page size will only help and not hurt you.  If you increase it too much, you might begin to experience a “‘server timeout” error that indicates that you are asking for so much data in one round trip that the server cannot deliver a package that size in the time allotted.  You can try increasing the page size more than , but I doubt you will see much more improvement in response time (I’m guessing you have removed the bottle neck and now the bottle neck is server and internet connection speed which will not be affected by page size changes).
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Question
Where does the information for the Created by and Modified by fields come from?   In GRIN I come up as DBMUMR, but with the new GRIN-Global I’m coming up as Reisinger, Marty.
Answer
The information in GRIN-Global comes from the user’s demographic data that is inputted by the database administrator when the user is added to the system. 
The following screen is an administrator screen. (Standard CT users will never see this screen.)  The Full Name field was automatically generated by GRIN-Global when the administrator entered the user’s First and Last names:

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Question
Is each new search against the entire database, or just the found records from the previous search?
Answer
 Each time you click the “Search Now!” button, a new search is invoked. That is, the last query results are discarded and the entire query criteria (what you see in the textbox) is resubmitted to the SE as a new search.  
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The examples below are an artifact of how Pete's script is setting the owner. When I initially pull the rows from Grin to move to GG, the owned_by is set to the cno of the 'site' cooperator as current GRIN is based on site level ownership and we really don't have a good row by row ownership model there.
Since GG is based on individual level owned_by (although as I mentioned in my last msg. there has to be a way to have site level rights for the many sites that work that way) we run one of Pete's scripts that tries to set the individual rows based on curator in the IM table and other defaults. 
So those few just got set based on genus I would guess.

Anyway ultimately this process will get more accurate and the owned_bys more precise. -q
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Question
In layperson’s terms, what is the “is_accepted_name” here?
Answer
Typically they are one of two things.  First a synonym.  Second, a name something that previously was used, but taxonomists have come up with a better name.  In the database, an accepted name is:  taxonomy_species_id = current_taxonomy_species_id means “accepted.”  If they differ, the current_taxonomy_species_id … there has been a name change or it represents a synonym.  The current_taxonomy_species_id always points to the “accepted” name.
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
