




Dave:
The security model differs between GG and GC and the GG permissions as you saw are no longer based on site. To do what you are asking would require some schema changes and adds a bit more complexity to GG.    
However, an alternative to what you are proposing is fairly doable and not too onerous now – you don’t have groups of users, but very quickly you can select multiple users and “group” them under a policy. (Hold Ctrl when clicking on user names.) You can select multiple users in the left box and then click the arrow button to build your list of users:

If you wanted to apply the same policy to accessions, inventory, and orders and all of the related children tables, you would apply the policy three times (since the permissions doesn’t cascade more than one level). That is redundant, but the selection of multiple users goes fairly quickly. 
You also can apply that policy to all of the records in the dataview at one time:
