 I think that will give you two lots and then you make them 12ncai01 or 2.
 Ideally, when you create the order you then make the new lots – this allows you to make tags or pot stakes that will follow that plant from the packet to the field – this way you always have it identified. 
The status for the new lot is PLANTED and the onhand will be 0 until you have an amount after the seed is cleaned and counted after harvest. Once you have the seed amounts then you can take the same list of the material you increased (use the ST and look for all your 12ncai0% lots in NC7-perilla) and fill in the information that you have for the new lots.
 If any of the lots failed in the field you will put the new status as NO HARVEST and the ones that you did get seed on will have a status of STORE.  
If you have seed lots that have over 1500 seed then you would create a germination order to establish the quality of the seed. That would be done by dragging those lots to the order wizard and creating a  new order for germination. Once the germination test has been done and the information put on the database, the regeneration lots are ready to store.
