


Grin-Global Documentation

Please review the “How-to: Create a New Accession” document. I edited the original text and still have some questions, indicated by a “???.” I also created a “template document” from which I would base the other Grin-Global documentation.  This template uses Word “styles” so that, if desired, we can change the look and feel easily by making a “global” change to the styles instead of manually editing the document.

Some of the features included in the “template”:
· heading levels:
· table of contents automatically generated, based on levels 2 and 3
· footer:  automatically generates a reference to the current section (based on heading 2): also page numbering
· headings 2 through  6 are pre-formatted with consistent spacing and alignment

· alignment / shortcut keys – the numbered steps and images are left aligned. Both can be quickly aligned using shortcut keys:
· indent images:  			Ctrl + Shift + i
· indent numbered lines:		 Ctrl + Shift + ?
(avoids Word’s automatic line numbering feature which creates conflicts in larger documents)



I have several thoughts about nomenclature and style:
· We can refer to the two main halves of the interface as the “List” panel and the “Data” panel.  Instead of using the word “Resultset,” I suggest using “Data”
· graphics should use a consistent font, such as Arial, red, 12 pt.
· the documents will use “notes” and “tips” icons (sparingly)
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
