Kurt and I were just discussing the institute codes again and some clarification is needed. I said it was through the accession_source_map link from the accession_source to cooperator. That is only part of the link. There is actually an fao_institute_number in the site table that can hold the actual FAO code. So it appears the design is that they would add all of their FAO institutes into the site table. To me the site table was just for your maintenance sites (e.g. your repositories like W6, S9 etc.), but the design instead went the way of the site table is really an institute table and the actual repositories that make up a system like NPGS are coded Y for is_internal. We don't use it that way but people who want to use FAO institute codes could.

So in that scenario they would add FAO institute codes to site. Then add cooperators at those institutes with a link to site by site-id. Then my original statement of the link from accession_source to source_map to cooperator completes the chain. 

accession ----- accession_source (e.g. DONATED) --- accession_source_map ---- cooperator ---- site (fao institute code)

Couple of comments:

1st item, inst code, bredcode, donor code. These would be the cooperator links in the Accession_source_map for the donors, collectors and breeders. In general for a CG center these are the actual FAO codes in their institute list which is part of WIEWS (http://apps3.fao.org/wiews/institute_query.htm?i_l=EN)

Common Crop Name - I would think taxonomy common name would be a better source

Location of collecting site - I would use collector_verbatim_locality in accession_source

Ancestral Data - probably add description column as most of our pedigrees are not simple male/female parents but long complex formulas.

And I was a bit surprised that it says that the Donor Institute Code etc goes in the Cooperator column. Do you mean the name of the donor institute, or the ID used by the institute for the material?
Are you using someone else’s terms for this data, in which case it makes sense if it’s a bit oddly phrased, or is this simple a mini data dictionary where you want to describe things as clearly as possible?

There is no Accession Name dataview it is the get_accession_inv_name dataview or the friendly name, Get Accession Inventory Name.
The friendly name for plant_name was changed to Name.
I could quibble that Genus and Species aren’t in the Get Accession dataview, just a link to taxonomy including genus, species, subspecies, etc.
There is a lot more in Taxonomy_Species (why not get_taxonomy_species or Get Taxonomy  Species) than just subtaxa and authorizes. Maybe just say “detailed taxonomic information”.
