Adding Passport Descriptors
This is the nth in a series of step-by-step exercises on the GRIN-Global Curator Tool. By following the exercises sequentially, you will learn how to import, input, and edit your genebank’s crop descriptor data in the Curator Tool. 
This exercise illustrates how to import, add, and edit crop descriptor data from genebank data already stored in a spreadsheet into the GRIN-Global Curator Tool. 
Overview on Descriptors

On their page “Germplasm Documentation-Descriptors and Derived Standards” webpage, Bioversity encourages the collection of data for all five descriptor types:

· Passport

· Management

· Environment and Site

· Characterization

· Evaluation

The List of Multi-crop Passport Descriptors is a reference tool developed jointly by Bioversity and FAO to provide international standards to facilitate germplasm passport information exchange across crops. These descriptors aim to be compatible with the Bioversity crop descriptor lists and with the descriptors used for the FAO World Information and Early Warning System (WIEWS) on plant genetic resources. How Passport Descriptors are Handled in the Curator Tool 
There are many inter-related data views that handle the passport data. We will start by discussing these data views and their functions, and then in the hands-on exercise you will walk through the Accession wizard process which provides the various Passport data views.  of importing data into these data views. In a later exercise, you will learn how to reference this data when you are assessing your accessions data.

Lookup Tables

Several lookup tables will be involved when entering your passport data. Generally, it is ideal to have these tables completely updated. To do so, invoke the LookupTableLoader window; click the Lookup Table Maintenance button on the Other Options panel:

Passport Data Views

The main fields in this data view are
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Geography
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Pedigree
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Accession identifier

ACCESSION_ID

The internal accession identifier for this pedigree.

Accession citation number

CITATION_ID

The internal accession citation identifier that documents this cultivar or breeding line/pedigree.

Date created

CREATED_DATE

The date the record was inserted into the database.

Plant pedigree

DESCRIPTION

The pedigree or parentage of a cultivated or improved accession. Pedigrees can be entered in a formal manner when available or more loosely. Wild material should not have pedigree information.

Narrative
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Narrative

The narrative contains general accession information (e.g., original passport data), site specific accession information.

TYPE_CODE

A code indicating the type of narrative (general, site, why inactive).

IPR
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Accepted

ACCEPTED_DATE

The date the registration number was assigned to a CSR accession and the date the manuscript was officially accepted for publication.

Accession identifier

ACCESSION_ID

The internal accession identifier for this intellectual property right.

IPR number

ACCESSION_IPR_NUMBER

The numeric portion of the intellectual property rights identifier.

IPR identifier

ACCESSION_IPR_PREFIX

This identifier generally consists of a prefix and number specific for the protection type. Intellectual property rights identifiers are for cross referencing with the source of the protection.

Protection type

ASSIGNED_TYPE

The type of intellectual property rights associated with the accession. Each accession can have several types of protection at the same time.

Accession citation number

CITATION_ID

The internal citation identifier that documents this intellectual property right.

Cooperator number

COOPERATOR_ID

A unique number indicating the assignee for the IPR.

Date created

CREATED_DATE

The date the record was inserted into the database.

IPR crop

CROP_NAME

A grouping for intellectual property rights records. Some types of IPR have unique identifiers across plant groups while others use the same identifier across plant groups.

Expected release date

EXPECTED_DATE

A future Expired date, to track the future date of expiration. This was created as a result of some CSR germplasm having protection on a gene, for example and having restricted distribution for a period beyond the 5 year CSR registration.
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Date expired

EXPIRED_DATE

The date the intellectual property right or protection expired or was removed. The germplasm is available for distribution as long as no other form of protection applies. THIS CANNOT BE A FUTURE DATE, only present or past date. The Expected date represents the future date.

IPR name

FULL_NAME

The name of the patent or property right listed on the IPR document. This is generally used with utility and plant patents, where the material patented is not a simple plant name.

Date issued

ISSUED_DATE

The date the intellectual property rights were issued. Date of Publication in Journal (CSR) or (Date of Protection PVPO) or Date Granted Utility or other Patent). Pending patents will have no issued date.

Date modified

MODIFIED_DATE

The date the record was last updated.

Property rights comment

NOTE

General comments about the intellectual property rights for the accession.

Site code

SITE_CODE

The site responsible for the intellectual property rights data.

Quarantine
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Accession identifier

ACCESSION_ID

The internal accession identifier for this quarantine material.

Cooperator number

COOPERATOR_ID

The internal cooperator identifier indicating the person or location holding the material in quarantine.

Date created

CREATED_DATE

The date the record was inserted into the database.

Date in quarantine

ENTERED_DATE

The date this accession entered a quarantine status or program.

Date established

ESTABLISHED_DATE

The date the accession was established at the quarantine location and is ready for observation and testing.

Expected release date

EXPECTED_RELEASE_DATE

The date quarantine testing is expected to be completed and the accession released to a distribution site. Additional time may be needed after release for multiplication and regeneration to sufficient size for distribution.

Date modified

MODIFIED_DATE

The date the record was last updated.

Quarantine comment

NOTE

General comments about the quarantine status of this accession.

Quarantine status

PROGRESS_STATUS_CODE

The status of the accession and its progress through quarantine.

Quarantine type

QUARANTINE_TYPE

The type of quarantine applied to the accession.

Date released

RELEASED_DATE

The date this accession completed quarantine requirements and was released to a distribution site.

Site code

SITE_CODE

The site responsible for this quarantine record.

Annotations
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Sequence number

ACCESSION_ANNOTATION_ID

The unique sequence number assigned to the annotation (verification or reidentification).

Accession identifier

ACCESSION_ID

The internal accession identifier for this annotation.

Annotation date

ACTION_DATE

The date of the annotation (verification or reidentification).

Annotation action

ACTION_NAME

The type of annotation, either a verification of the existing species, or a reidentification to a new species, for this accession. Each type of annotation can happen only once a day.

Cooperator number

COOPERATOR_ID

The internal cooperator identifier that is the authority for the re-identification or verification.

Date created

CREATED_DATE

The date the record was inserted into the database.

Inventory identifier

INVENTORY_ID

The internal inventory identifier used for this reidentification.

Date modified

MODIFIED_DATE

The date the record was last updated.

Correct taxonomy

NEW_TAXONOMY_ID

Species identifier of new or correct name.
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Annotation comment

NOTE

General comments about the verification or reidentification.

Incorrect taxonomy

OLD_TAXONOMY_ID

Species identifier of old or incorrect name.

Order number

ORDER_REQUEST_ID

Re-identification request order number.

Site code

SITE_CODE

The site responsible for the annotation label.
Citations

Voucher
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Voucher location

<MOVED TO IMAGE TABLE>

The location(s) where the voucher is stored. Follow the Index Herbariorum edition 8 when possible.

Thumbnail

Small image of the voucher.

Accession identifier

ACCESSION_ID

The internal accession identifier for this voucher.

Voucher number

ACCESSION_VOUCHER_ID

The internal voucher identifier for the observation. It serves as a link between the voucher table and other tables in the database.

Voucher content

CAPTION

Content of the voucher.

Collector identifier

COLLECTOR_IDENTIFIER

The voucher or collection identifer assigned by the collector.

Cooperator number

COOPERATOR_ID

The internal cooperator identifier indicating the person collecting the voucher.

Date created

CREATED_DATE

The date the record was inserted into the database.

Inventory identifier

INVENTORY_ID

The internal inventory identifier used for this voucher specimen.

Date modified

MODIFIED_DATE

The date that the record was last updated.

Comment

NOTE

General comment about the voucher.

Date voucher collected

VOUCHERED_DATE

The date the voucher was collected. The precision of the date may be qualified with vou.datefmt.

Date format

VOUCHERED_DATE_FORMAT

Format of the voucher collection date as it was inserted.

Voucher type

VOUCHER_TYPE

Type of voucher.

Entering Passport Data via the Accession Wizard

When you use the Accession wizard, you have the opportunity to enter the Accession and its corresponding passport data at the same time. 

Step 1: Start the Accession wizard

	Data

	Accession Prefix, Accession Number, Accession Suffix
	The prefix is the first part of the unique three part accession identifier assigned to each accession. A numeric part of the unique three part accession identifier assigned to each accession. Suffix part of the unique three part accession identifier assigned to each accession. Suffixes distinguish selections or sublines when new accession numbers are not assigned to existing accessions for historical or other reasons. Suffixes are also used for clonal grow outs undergoing evaluation, and for accessions duplicated at two or more sites. Whenever possible, accessions with suffixes should be assigned unique PI numbers.



	Taxonomy
	The taxonomic name for the accession.

	Initial Received Date
	The date the accession initially becomes part of the collection. The date a site receives the material may be different from this initial entry, due to movement within the system. The date a site receives the accession is recorded in the inventory action (iact) table



	Initial Received Date Format
	The precision or format of the date field. 
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	Initial Material Type
	The type of propagule first given. 
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In the sample GRIN-Global database, the valid codes for Initial Material Type are 2-digit codes.

To determine how these codes were used by the GRIN system, do the following: ([tbd – answer to my email…]


	Life Form
	The basic life form of the accession.

	Level of Improvement
	The relative improvement status of the accession from wild to cultivar.

	Reproductive Uniformity
	The method used to produce this accession originally. This is primarily applied to cultivated and breeding material.

	Site 
	The site currently holding and distributing the accession, even if only temporarily. If site is INACTIVE then accession is not maintained in any repository. A site can make an accession active again by changing the word INACTIVE to their site.

	Is Core?
	The site currently holding and distributing the accession, even if only temporarily. If site is INACTIVE then accession is not maintained in any repository. A site can make an accession active again by changing the word INACTIVE to their site.

	Backup Location
	

	Is Backed Up?
	A coded flag to show the establishment of a secondary site for the accession. Seed accessions are typically backed up at the National Seed Storage Laboratory. Clonal accessions are backed up at another clonal site or at NSSL as budwood, tissue culture, pollen, etc.
