After completing this lesson, you will be able to:
· add images to the Curator Tool
· organize and retrieve images managed by the Curator Tool

This exercise illustrates how to import inventory images into the GRIN-Global Curator Tool. You can associate one image (or multiple images) with one or more Accession or Inventory records. When associated with an Accession record, they are actually associated with the default (**) Inventory record. For more information on images, refer to the Curator Tool User Guide, Image Handling section.)

Follow the directions in the Image Handling section of the Curator Tool User Guide for dragging images onto either a List item or into the data view grid.

To see the images, you need to copy the image link into Windows Explorer. There are two similar methods to do this; both methods involve using the InventoryAttach dataview – one method involves copying a link from the form and the other copies a link from the data grid.

[bookmark: Method 1: Using the InventoryAttach Data]Method 1: Using the InventoryAttach Dataview Form
You can display the Image form: right-click on the InventoryAttach dataview tab and select
Forms or Both (grid plus the form).
