GG Notes from the Curators & PGOC Meetings in Spokane- June 5-7, 2012
[These notes were taken primarily during the GG sessions held on Tuesday afternoon / evening and Wednesday’s session in Pullman.  The discussions were unstructured, so attempts were made here to capture the users’ comments as much as possible. Because of their exuberance, I had a difficult time recording their comments verbatim. In some cases these notes may not make sense at first glance, but they were included in order that I didn’t lose anything that I attempted to capture –mar] 
1. Dave Stout (DS) asked for the site-specific inventory tables
2. DS mentioned that in GC you cannot add data if it is a duplicate – in GG, he is afraid of overlaying good data with bad
3. DS – in the inventory quality table, we need an extra field – test_form – test_results_count
4. DS – we need some common ways to do error checking
5. Renee White – PEO plant registration forms – the CropReg was automatic – a number was assigned?
6. Ester Peregrine – will uncertainty be there when using the google maps? 
7. on the Public Website – will a lat/long table of the accessions be available?
8. image loading – if we go to a new naming convention, will the already stored (GC) images be renamed automatically by the software?
9. Many were interested in knowing when the image handling programming would be completed and what the naming standards would be (because they have images that they want to load now into GC)
10. Pete mentioned that the new CT treeview will have a dynamic folder so that the query will be performed right there and will always have the current data. Also Pete mentioned that a custom query from the ST can be dragged onto the treeview.
11. Merrelyn needs to store/retrieve  images by crop, rather than taxonomy – site/crop/descriptor. The descriptor is pod/plant/seed/etc. Merrelyn loads 1500-2000 images at a time. Mark Bohning has sent an email to ask for the naming conventions used at the sites.
12. Joe Postman asked about the ability for one image to be loaded to multiple accessions.
13. Andrea asked question about permissions. Lee Ann Chalkley wanted to know how the ownership would work. 
14. Gabriela Romano needs a report to help with regenerations...Pete mentioned that various labels need to be printed
15. Interest was expressed in having additional webinar series
16. In the Order Wizard, questions were raised about how the default inventory was selected and whether they could see all of the possible choices. (The current set of rules is in the FAQ.)
17. There were questions about whether the web orders will go to the respective site
18. Joe Postman asked if there would be some way to match the old field labels URL to the new URL (...QR codes?)
19. Joe Postman asked if there could be an “abbreviated” cooperator record showing just the person and institute 
20. A request was made to have the “on hand” quantity be able to handle decimals. (Currently only integer data is stored.)  The users use amounts where an integer number doesn’t work.
21. Inactive records...Merrelyn ... NSSL # goes to the master, site to inactive??? how do we handle them – she doesn’t want to see them...
22. Andrea... a discussion about a PVP ...NSSB changes to NSSL ...this changes the owner
23. Dave Stout demonstrated how he uses the SQL prompts for his views...he looks for empty fields when he is reviewing his data...
24. DS looks at NSSL germination data and takes back the inventory on to his inventory
25. DS wants every accession to have an inventory (GG does that)
26. DS  – when he adds new Accessions, he guesses the on-hand data
27. DS does error checking for original seed to have a “CNO” (cooperator number) ...he does an error checking to see if inventory has inventory _maintenance_policy
28. Andrea asked Dave if he uses the screening report? – DS – “no, I have other ways...”
29. DS wants to add more fields to his inventory site table
30. Dave’s queries are “current vs. DBMU weekly or monthly reports that are not up to date”
31. DS uses the decode command to pick “other” yield – “the amount of seed that comes to us” 
32. DS likes the GG feature where he can hide or move fields
33. they want Order Summaries – by curator’s maintenance group
34. Viability Testing Summaries
35. DS sends his state reps some stats/files ... “DCAT” ...Merrelyn sends a spreadsheet by order
36. DS – 3 times a year inputs observation data... in his opinion, this is the most important ...Merrelyn deletes existing observations and then creates new ones
37. MJM mentioned that Quality and Archived are two new fields in the Obs
38. question was raised: Do we want to show the obs raw data to the public?
39. a question for the PGOC – inv_attach – should it be web visible?
40. DS mentioned that accessions are being divided by molecular data ...MJM mentioned that wrt molecular data, there are high demands for storing data when there are 2500 x 2500 items in the cross-matrix
41. Merrelyn mentioned that they use an image code because they have multiple images for an observation
42. DS wanted to know why we put the image in observation?
43. DS wants to query on whatever you want to get to the images
44. Merrelyn would like to see  a google-like option where you can display images in response to a query
45. Merrelyn does not want to write html to create thumbnails
46. A feature mentioned was to select list a block of accessions, and then be able to check off the images you want to display
47. Merrelyn and Dave use names that match what the image is – they use category codes
48. Merrelyn – questioned -- can you associate an image with a descriptor code? (Example: Okra – trait ...attach the image)
49. DS – wants the capability to continue with his error checkers... Dave (& Merrelyn) want to be able to write open ended queries that are always different (custom SQL that can be checked in a debugger) [mar: we (GG team) should be reviewing all of the user SQL queries currently in GRIN  to determine what they are doing ... and create appropriate dataviews]
50. Pete: dynamic queries should be able to accept parameters  (to be developed [mar: trac ticket])
51. They have queries where they want just stats, not the accessions – Merrelyn will send us (feedback) her report 
52. DS – how to check for duplicates of top name – he aggregates his top names and then searches for values greater than 1 ( “a view of a view”)
53. DS – does not like the heuristics for determine top name – suggests requiring input
54. DS likes ownership the way it is (in GC) [mar: much discussion centered around ownership and permissions in GG – I think that the power users were satisfied with our explanations – especially if they are the owners, and not the curators who do not use the software] 
55. DS – could we set up permissions by Inv. Maint. Policy?
56. DS – likes the When Available (and Not Available) fields in GG – could this be added to GC?
57. Merrelyn- a subset – core is a subset to get the group into Public - - would be nice to have something other than “other” --  core as the descriptor or code value)
58. Groupings Inventory – show grouping in Public? 
59. ...some things that are currently software generated – creates a Plant Name record... when old taxonomy shifts to a new taxonomy – a middle-tier data trigger is needed... data trigger needed to delete an image after an accession is deleted
60. associate passport data with observations – MJM
61. DS – Does the Inv Viability table have a taxon link? for example, they do a germination (associated with a germination rule)...
62. Should we have a historic tax ID in the viability? Lee Ann – similar to Orders where the historic info is retained) ...MJM – the rule is connected to the viability ...CG – two possible cases: new rule, or use the corrected rule... DS –Can each site have their own rule? (yes)
63. Merrelyn – Can you delete multiple list items? (no)
64. Rules...at one time, Ft Collins was going to create and load rules into the rule table
65. Will there be standardized names for the rules? [DBA to determine naming conventions]
66. Empty seeds – Ft. Collins wanted to know about empty seeds – Andrea will check with their seed analyst to determine if they still need that info
67. MJM – if a seed needs further cleaning, there should be annotation regarding the clean up ...”on such and such date, so many seeds were ...”
68. the system must be nimble
69. Why did we separate the voucher table? ...to keep all of the images in one place
70. If it’s in the voucher table, it is there for taxonomic purposes...Is John W doing images for taxonomy?
71. MJM – Do we have a good implementation plan (for the roll out of GG)?  Or de we need more structure? Is there a methodology? Are you happy?
72. DS – When you make a query into Excel and then drag back – is it always an update? ...concerned about loading the wrong data... a new checkbox showing me errors ... Lee Ann – Are there any other ways to mass load data other than drag and drop? (like GC Prep)(concerned about wiping out good data)  
73. Ownership – DS / Merrelyn / Andrea ..etc. need to have their records in training so they can test them
74. DS – webinars – include mistakes in the examples and exercises
75. Can a requestor track his order? ...DS – What about if the order is split? nice to know every action when it is taken
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
