Notes:
Algorithm for selecting inventory:
There is an algorithm applied to the accession’s inventory records to choose the best one.  The algorithm is based on is_distributable, is_available, and where the inventory is located.  Basically it is like this:
1. Find an inventory marked as distributable and available from your site
1. Find an inventory that is marked as distributable from your site
1. Find an inventory from your site
1. Find an inventory marked as distributable and available from some other site
1. Find an inventory marked as distributable from some other site
1. Find any inventory record for the accession

GC: Order actions show up in the order header as the order status such as PENDING or SHIPPED. In GG, there is no order status in the header
GC: Adding or changing order items in an existing order. Go into the order either in the order header or the order item area and make your changes or insert a new item. For inserting a new item, you hit insert and add the ACP and ACNO - there is a drop down box that lists the lots attached to that accession and you can select using that. Commit and the items are there.  In the order wizard you can only drag in lists - you can’t add new item on the fly in the form itself (for example if you get a follow up e-mail for the requestor and they want to add a couple of more items to their order).  In order to add a new item(s) to the order, you must go to the order item area for the order and insert a new item and use a “Lookup Picker.”  You can alter the order item in either the order wizard or the order itself. You can still add those items in the order wizard but it has to be in the form of a list that you drag in.

· Text searches: from (get_search_autofields) show in PPT?
similar to the ST Text search
· Search again (to clear)
· Multiple Lines (similar to List of Items Options in ST); searches in three places :
· Accession_number_part1 + accession_number_part2 match what you have
· Inventory_number_part1 + inventory_number_part2
· Accession_name.plant_name
· Use the results to demo:
· Hide / show columns /sort
· Select All / 
Highlighted / Click anywhere on the record on/off
Inverse  (I want those that aren’t from Italy)
