Vicúna Beans -- Adding Inventory into the Curator Tool
Lesson 4: Adding Inventory
This is the fourth in a series of step-by-step exercises on the GRIN-Global Curator Tool. By following these exercises, you will learn how to import and input your genebank’s data into the Curator Tool.
This exercise illustrates how to import inventory from genebank data already stored in a spreadsheet into the GRIN-Global Curator Tool. 
As with the importing of any data, the process involves matching your spreadsheet’s column headings with the column names used in the Curator Tool. (Note: An administrator for your organization establishes the Curator Tool column names, based on the organization’s procedures.) 

Before discussing specific steps, we’ll review some background information that can be applied here to our “adding inventory” task, but also to adding other data into the Curator Tool.

Inventory Data View

The following graphic shows a partial list of the fields that comprise the get_inventory “Inventory” data view:
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Although the list of fields is long, not all of the fields are required. (Records can be saved only if their required fields are complete.) Let’s see how you can determine what fields are required. 
First, ensure that the Highlight Changed Data option is checked.
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The different colors provide a visual clue: required fields are violet, system-generated fields that cannot be edited are gray, and fields that allow editing, but which are not required fields, are blue.
Prefix, Number, and Suffix
Prefix, Number, and Suffix must be a unique combination.
Inventory Type

Some of the required fields will depend on data from other data views. For instance, Inventory Type is a dropdown field that gets its data from another data view where these Inventory Types have already been defined for your organization.

In the case of a required field with a dropdown or a lookup window, you must select one of the entries.
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This data view shows how inventory is managed when orders are applied against the inventory. For instance, the data view records reflect how the germplasm is distributed (seeds, cuttings etc.) and the quantity that are generally given in one order (“standard distribution quantity”.)
Each record in this Inventory Maintenance Name data view is, in a sense, a shortcut method for assigning a name to a rule for handling orders. When an order comes in, how many units will be distributed?  Will the units of distribution be by number of seeds, or by some other unit? For example, the rules can be set up to indicate “each order will receive 50 seeds” or, alternatively by weight (“each order will receive 5 grams of seeds”). 

An organization can make up as many of these “rules” as needed, and assign each one a name in this Inventory Maintenance Name data view.  

Critical Amounts

The organization can also indicate the critical amounts that will be considered the thresholds for replenishing the inventory and for distribution.  Your organization may establish that if the quantity on hand goes below a certain level, then steps to regenerate should be taken. The distribution level indicates that, when the inventory falls below this level, you will not fill any more orders and an indicator “flag,” “Is Distributable?” checkbox on the Inventory data view will be checked.

In reading about required fields, you saw that these fields depend on data already entered in other data views. In the case of Inventory Type, the entries in the drop down are maintained by the organization’s administrator. (You may be wearing that hat also.)  

In the case of Inventory Maintenance Name, the data can be entered by a Curator Tool user. This data view is used to keep the “rules” regarding how inventory quantities will be managed.

Maintenance Name – this field name is used a lookup in the Inventory data view. In a sense, the Inventory Maintenance Name data view is assigning short cut names that can be used repeatedly.

Pathogen Status

Indicates the pathogen status of the inventory sample: Free, (Pathogen free), Infected, Tested, or Untested. Select from the dropdown.

Availability Status

Indicates the status of an inventory sample in terms of viability and availability. Select from the dropdown.
Parent Inventory
The internal inventory identifier to show which inventory sample was used to generate the current inventory.
Assigned Cooperator
Backup Inventory

Prerequisite Data Views Needed Before Adding for Inventory
