BRASSICA. 265663-5€4. Two varieties of Chinese cabbage, or
Pe’tsai, from Manchuria, one from Kinehow, the cther from
Chefoo. Presented hy Mr. A. A. Williamson.

CITRUS TRIFOLIATA. 26561. Purchased from the Yokohama Nurs-
ery Co. From Kiushiu Prcf. Ikeda says the northern limit
of this tree is 37° N. latitude. The fruits from Kiushiu
are larger than those produced in Yokohamsa.

CITRUS SP. 26568. Yuzu. Yuzu iz a large, evergreen tree,
bearing round, medium sized frult which iz very acid and

has a coarse, thick rind. The fruit is used in Japan in
place of the lemcn. In some sections of Japan the Yuzu

is considered better than Citrus trifoliata, as trees graft-
ed on it grow better and live longer than those grafted on
C. trifoliata. PFor distribution later.

CYDONIA 3SP.  26562. Presented hy Rev. J.M.W. Farnham, Shang-
hai, Thina. "These quinces grow very large but are coarser
and harder than American varieties. The one from which
part of these ceeds was taken was 12 inches in circum-
ference and abocut 5 in. long." (Farnham.) For distribu-
tion later.

-blossom and in the autumn a fruit that lcokes very much
like the commercial date; altho not sco rich and sweet it
is edible.

LATHYRUS PARVIFOLIUS. 26607. TFrom Sierra Madre Mountains,
Cal.

Pro-
cured hy Mo AL Clave, "A wild form saild to occur in arid
exporeld sltuations and presurably very drought resistant.”
(Wegtzate.)

PUNICA PROTOPUNTCA. 26E211. Presented by Dir. Icaac RBayley
Balfour, Director Reyal Potanic Garden, HEdinburgh, Scot-
land. Native of the Tsland of Sccotira. "It was consgidered

SPONDIAR DULCIS. 2247 From Monrovia, Liberria. Presented
o My, M. L. Parker The We firuit or Tahiti apple. The
tree ‘o of rapid 5ruwbh, hizhly ornamental and attains a
height of 50 feet in its native hahitat. The golden yellow
fruite ahout £2-3 inches in diameter, are produced in lcose
ciustere. The hirownish yellow fleg Nutm a of the flavor
of a pineayyle and most pecple become very fond of 1t when
crnece aceustomed to ft. It dlg a trifle less hardy than the

VICIA FABA. 26€596. From Wm. W. Masterson, Consult Harput,
Turkey. "This is called Pakla in Turkish. The stalks are
fed to cows and are said to be wonderful milk producers and
also to be an exceedingly cooling feed for horeges during the
summer. They are not as good as our best beans as a veget-
able, hut they are a mcnth earlier than the ordinary bunch
beans and tho rather strong in flavor and coarse, are in
zreat demand among these people." (Magterson.)

VIGNA UNGUICULATA. 26592. Cowpea from Millard, Ark. Pre-
cented hy Mr. J.L. Forlines. "Similar to Taylor Crowder,
hut with the micropylar end white. The original seed said
to have been found in the craw of a wild goose." ({Piper.)

VITIS VINIFERA., 265805-606. Hrom England. Presented by Rev.
W. Wilke, Secretary of the Royal Horticultural Society of
England. The two numbers are from two different regions.
"This was csent to ug from India many, many years ago. It
is a very strong grower. The berries are individually small;
they =zre black and seedless, one geed in perhaps 1,000 bher-
riee, and of a nice, refreshing Jjuiciiess. In pruning
Black Monukka it must not be cut quite hack to last year’s
wood as we do all other grapes, but must have 2 or possibly
5 eyes lef't on the sub-branch, as it seemes never to send
out a spray of blossoms from the first eye as other grapes
do." (Wilkes.) "My attention was attracted to thig new
seedlecs grare last summer while on a visgit to the Royal
Horticultural Society’s Gardens at Wisley. It will, I
believe, compete with the Sultana rogea in California.
(Fairchild.)

VITIS VINIFERA. 286566. TFrom Besni, Turkey. Procured by
Mr. Wm. W. Masterson, Consul. "I have never tasted such
zrapves anywhere as I have here and the raisgins made from
these particular grapes (Besni) are of a wonderfully fine
flavor and very large, and T think if cuch vines could be
cultivated in America it would prove a wonderful addition
to our grape industry." (Masterson.) Two varieties, white

NOTES FROM FOREIGN CORRESPONDENTS.

» MEXICO. Oaxaca. F. Foex, Jan. 13. Is writing a2 bulletin on
the Sapotaceae of Mexico which he will send when finighed.
Sends seeds of ITucuma =salicifolia, a fruit exceedingly rare
outgide of Mexicc. It ig a heautiful tree which resists ccld
nearly asg well as the orange, but matures oiily in very warm
countries. The frult is not very good; tastes a little like

laudanum, and makes one sleep 1f he takes tcoco much of it.

NORTH AFRICA, Tripocli-in PBParbary. A. E. Saunders, Consul,
Jan. 10. Is sending 150 1be. of Susfa cseed; a fodder plant
of that region which grows about 4 feet high

NORWAY, Naecsde Lars Hvinden, Jan. 6. Is sending samples
of Mcl%ted ani Tcten clovers. Molsted is the hest Nor-
wegian clover. The Toten clover can also =tand the hard
winters 3 or 4 years, but it gives only one crop in the
summer. Molsted can some timeg he cut twice in the sum-
mer and autumn.

PANAMA, Castilla. S. P. Verner, Jan. 8. Describes a tree
called Malagetto. The bark makes excellent recpe and the
seed is used hy natives as cocaine or opium. Says he has
also found a vine which vields 2ood rubber from the bark
and also from the woody fiber.

PERU, Callao. V. M. McCoombs, Dec. 31. Is =zendinzg a =amgle
of a rare pctato 'Papa amarillo', or the yellow potatc.
It grows in the highlands along with barley, corn and wheat.
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PHILIPPINE ISLANDS, Manila. Wm. S. Lyon, Dec. 27. Thinks
lumbang (Aleurites moluccana) the most valuable complete
organic fertilizer he hag ever used, besides its value as
an 0il producer. The Chinese get $100. gold per ton for
the press cake ag fertilizer. Once or twice a week every
one of the 4-5000 well-to-do Filipino families who have a
score or more of potted house or yard plants send their
'muchachos' to the mills for a 2 1b. hiscuit of lumbang
cake, price 20 centavos (10c gold), and =so great is the de-
mand that a hundred pounds cannot be had except by reserva-
tion. Sends two rices - one a black variety, only a curio,
the other a fragrant rice, so fragrant that he thought at
first it had deen doped with some cheap perfume and re-
fusced to eat it, but when he found it was natural, grew to
be quite fond of 1t.

SCOTLAND, Soulseat, Castle Kennedy. J. Aikman Paton, Jan. 10.
Sends a printed report regarding some of his hybrid Solanums
together with photographs of tubers and blooms.

SPAIN, Oporto. DBaron de Santellinho, Jan. 14. Will send
plants of Rosea gigzantea. Describes a hybrid of this with
R. Relijia Marie Henriette which is large and of a rich orange
vellow.

REPORT FROM FRANK N. MEYER, AGRICULTURAL EXPLORER.

Mr. Meyver has finally bheen allowed by the Russian author-
ities to continue his Journey to Turkestan. He describes a
new fodder grass from the Samara Government which is a per-
ennial Triticum and has not the objectionable running rhizomes
of T. repens; a new white millet (Panicum miliaceum) from
which a fine, white flcur is made, used for baking purposes,
alseo a good new variety of red millet. Jan. 13 writes from
Sebastopel and sends cuttings of privet, Jasmine, crataegus,
pyrus, salix and morus alba, which will be numbered and de-
scribed in the next bulletin. Describes a new variety of
Helianthus annuus, the seeds of which are covered with a
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hard substance so that beetles cannot injure them; a new var-
iety of cabbage from Bulgaria giving a good stand where or-.
dinary kinds do not grow and needing much less space than the
-common cabbages. Intended leaving next day to go to Nikita
to collect hardy olives and other things. (These olives have
since been received and will be described in the next bulletii.
Jan. 18 writes from Yalta, Crimea, sending seeds of 4 annual
species of Medicagos and roots of two perennial ones. These
will be identified and identifications published later.
