2.  FY09 figures above reflect promise that ARS funding of genebank project would equal that of FY08, despite lack of final FY09 federal budget as of this report (1/14/09).  In FY09, all genebank service FTE previously contributed by UWisc (1.13) will need to be covered by redirection of ARS research funds, depleting resources needed for evaluation research, supplies and services.  Outlook for FY10 is for retirement of the genebank’s UWisc Gardener (1.0).  As of 1/14/09, ARS does not intend to commit CRIS funds to creation of a federal genebank position to compensate.  So it is not clear how/if this position can be maintained in the future.  
3.  FY10 funding unknown.  
4.  We do have outside grants.  But these have traditionally have been accounted as ARS research endeavors rather than direct contributions to the NRSP6 genebank project, despite the fact that research (evaluation, R&D, student training) have long been recognized as part of the NRSP6 project mission.
